Winding manure removal system below the slat level

Specially developed drive unit The manure belt is wound around a drum

During manure removal, a specially 
developed drive unit winds the manure 
belt around a drum. The manure drops 
onto a cross belt that removes the manure 
from the barn. Scrapers ensure that the 
belt is cleaned.
After manure has been removed, a cable 
winch pulls the wound belt back below the 
plastic slats. Limit switches automatically 
turn off the system as soon as the belt has 
been fully unwound.
